In the ancient literature of Iran, the "Persian Garden" was called "Bagh Saraay" or "Pardis" or "Ferdos".
"Bagh-e-Irani" is a new term for the translation of "Persian Garden". The "persian Garden" has three main structures
and a unique form of design.

First: The garden is situated in the path of a water stream.
Second: it is surrounded by high walls all arround.
Third: It also includes a summer building structure and a pool.

These three specific factors make the Persian Gardens unique. In fact european tourists who had visited these
gardens, had characterized them by these specifications and named it "Persian Garden".

These gardens correspond directly to its unique design. Some wonderful examples are located on Tabas, Yazd,

Gonabad, Birjand and other desert locations. One of the most attractive structural factors of these kind of gardens

is the existance of a water stream that passes through the yard, reaching a pool and the building structure. Some
of these gardens were combination of four similar gardens called "Chahaar Bagh" or "Four Gardens", that the water
stream flew in four directions simultaniously.

The Iranian art of watercolour is connected to the Iranian way of thinking about the truth and origin of creation.
The stand of Iranian painting gets its DNA and moral experiences from the great persian civilization. If the root of
thoughts and Iranian moralities are led to experiencing forms that are created from human beings connection to a
higher being, art again is the self-portrayer of these forms in a mirror that reflects painting, architecture and other
art forms.
